Maths
Year 1 – We will continue working on addition and subtraction before moving on to looking at place value in numbers up to 50. We will then move on to looking at measures, including length, height, mass and volume.
Year 2 – We will continue looking at the 2, 5 and 10 times tables and related division facts before moving on to measures looking at length, height, mass, capacity and temperature. 
Children will bring home maths homework each Friday linked to what we have covered, as well as recapping key fluency skills. 

Design Technology – What should be stuck to your fridge?
We will investigate fridge magnets and then design and make our own using layers of cardboard.
Music – Singing and recorder
Through singing songs and rhymes, we will learn about dynamics and composing music. We will continue learning to play the recorder and develop our understanding of graphic scores.

PSHE – How can I stay safe?
[bookmark: _GoBack]We will learn about different ways to keep us safe, including when near roads, with medicines and using the emergency services.
Computing – How can computers help me present data?
We will learn about tally charts and how to input and represent data using computer programs. 

History – Who was Captain Scott?
We will explore who Captain Scott was and why he is famous, before looking at his journey to the South Pole and the events that unfolded. The children will sequence events, observe and use pictures, photographs and artefacts to find out about the past and use these to help explain why Scott did what he did. 
English
This term children explore a range of writing genres, using stories and non-fiction books to write narratives about personal experiences and real events as well as extended explanations. We will make simple additions, revisions and corrections to our writing. We will learn to use apostrophes for possession and contraction. We will explore poetry, linked to the seasons and our senses.

Reading books will be changed each Friday, and children will bring home their school RWI book once read.  Children also have common exception words to learn (these are in their diaries).

Science – Uses of everyday materials
We will deepen our understanding of materials to recognise and understand that objects are made from materials suitable for their use.
