app (‘the app’). This is a key part of the
country’s ongoing coronavirus (COVID-19)
response, aiming to extend the speed, precision
and reach of NHS Test and Trace in England,
as well as NHS Test, Trace and Protect in
Wales. The app will complement the overall
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service by automating some aspects of the
process of contact tracing. Working together,
NHS Test and Trace and the app are designed
to slow the spread of coronavirus (COVID-19)
by alerting people who may have been exposed
to infection so that they can take action. The
app is available to download for anyone aged
16 and over if they choose to do so.
